Dear Senator Lautenberg (please change as appropriate), 

I am a resident of Guttenberg (please change as appropriate), and would like to express my concern about the Appleview project which is proposed at 7009 River Road, North Bergen.   Our community urgently seeks your help and intervention in this project which we feel poses a major risk to the lives and property of the surrounding community of NJ, as well as Manhattan’s gas supply.

The 59-unit Appleview Condo project is adjacent to a major Transco 36-inch Natural Gas Transmission Gas Pipeline that supplies over 50% of Manhattan's gas.  Appleview’s construction will be as close as 16 ft from the Pipeline using Pile Driving Equipment and Heavy Vibratory Drums, causing powerful shockwaves and excessive abnormal loading pressure on the fragile 60-year-old pipeline. 

Our community strongly believes that Appleview’s oversized footprint and close proximity to the Gas Pipeline create an extra-ordinary risk of an explosion in a densely populated area.  Within 1/2 mile of this Pipeline, there are hundreds of low-rise dwellings and over 30 mid to high-rise buildings. The Palisades Hospital and West NY Treatment Plant are within 1,000 ft of this site, and about 2,000 residents and the Woodcliff Treatment Plant are within just 500 ft.    A San Bruno or Edison type explosion would devastate this region.   
We are at the concluding stages of the North Bergen Planning Board Hearings on this application, with the final Hearing probably taking place on March 10th. At the past Hearings, the developer’s Experts have stated that they do not have any knowledge or experience in Pipeline Safety, yet they have testified about the project’s safety near the Pipeline.  Additionally, there has been no analysis by Transco or Appleview demonstrating how this project can be safely built.   

We believe that this project poses significant risks to the Public and Infrastructure and we sincerely seek your help in preventing this project form moving forward in its current form.
